Using IP rated DMX cables allows the fixture
to maintain its IP65 rating, but standard 5-pin XLR DMX cables work perfectly for indoor use. A 7° to 45°
zoom range gives you beam control in a multitude of application, and selectable dimming curves allow the
user to integrate the product into any existing rig. Center pixel control provides even more dynamic effects
with full 16-bit dimming control.
